Course Responsibilities:

COMM 1715 is a hybrid course with 1.5 hours delivered
asynchronously online plus 1.5 hours in live, in-person
tutorials delivered synchronously. The asynchronous material
will be provided to the Part-time Academic by the Course
Coordinator.

Each Part-Time Academic will be responsible for two
synchronous in-person tutorial sections of COMM 1715.
